Dear Friends
Didn’t we have a lovely day the day we went to 
Harvest?  It was actually a weekend and my back has 
just about recovered from the barn dancing.  Mind you I think some of the ladies 
(mentioning no names) have just about recovered their voices from the laughing.  

We raised a significant amount of money for MRDF which will help people not just 
in India but also the South Pacific and other places around the world.  We sent more 
boxes than ever before to St Georges Crypt, and we sat down to a meal together, 
danced and then came back and celebrated God’s generosity in our worship. This is a 
good example to me of what church is about – although doing it every weekend might 
be a bit much!  Of course there were costs involved both in terms of money and people’s 
times and talents.

This cost comes at a time when we know there is generally less money around both 
in society and in church and when people are already leading busy lives.  But of 
course costly giving is central to our faith.  We know that Christ is our example 
offering absolutely everything.  A sacrifice that finds echoes as we enter November 
we remembering the cost of war.  

The trouble with grace is that it is free – it expects nothing in return.  
But costly giving is only part of the story.  It is in Christ’s offering  
we find the prospect of new life.  Who knows what will happen with 
our harvest, what seeds will be planted through MRDF, or St Georges, 
or sitting around having a meal, or dancing or worshipping.  

And just as costly giving is part of our faith so is living in expectation, 
looking for signs of the Spirit at work, believing in hope.
